DOG AGILITY INFORMATION

Congratulations!  You and your dog have been accepted for participation in Dog Agility classes.  The cost will be $120 for six training sessions.  ($110 if you pay cash)

Send a readable copy of your dog’s inoculation records showing current rabies and bordetella vaccinations.  Dogs without updated vaccinations will not be allowed to participate.  Mail shot records, application page and release form to:

EQUIPMENT NEEDED:

Buckle collar without tags, no choke, prong, or electronic collars will be permitted.

Four or six foot leash, no flexi (extendable) leashes permitted.

Soft treats cut up in advance.  Kibble is not a good choice. Use your pocket or bait bag so that no treats will drop on the ground.  There will be aprons available.

A toy if your dog is motivated more than with food.

DO NOT feed your dog before class.  Hungry dogs work better and it can be dangerous for dogs to exercise on a full stomach.

Wear comfortable clothes and athletic shoes with rubber soles.  Sandals and shoes with heels or leather soles will not be permitted.

GENERAL POLICIES:

1. All classes are one hour.  Please be prompt.

2. Before coming to class, make sure your dog relieves himself.  Dogs MUST  

NOT foul the training area.  In case of an accident, it is your responsibility to clean up.  Always have a bag in your pocket.

3. All dogs will remain on leash when not working, observing the two foot/four 

foot rule.

4. Bitches in season are not allowed.

5. No other dog may be substituted for one already enrolled in class.

6. Do not bring a sick dog to class.  

7. No refunds will be given after the first class.

8. If a class session is cancelled by the instructor, a make-up class will be added at the end of the six regularly scheduled sessions.

9. Handlers are expected to assist in set-up and take-down for the equipment.

10. Dogs must be secured during set-up and break-down (crated or in as X-pen).  Leaving your dog in the car is okay during the winter months.

11. Minors handling dogs must be accompanied by an adult.

12. You are encouraged to practice at home in between sessions.

Your dog should demonstrate.

1. Basic obedience commands (with distractions)

2. Sociability with other dogs and people

3. Proper control on leash

YOUR DOG MUST NOT SHOW AGGRESSION TOWARD OTHER DOGS OR PEOPLE.

Agility is an off-lead sport. Handlers will need to be aware of their dog’s body language and attitude toward other dogs and people at all times.  Dogs that are out of control will be referred to obedience classes.

Classes will be held at the family area field at TriPalms Estates in Thousand Palms.

DIRECTIONS:

Monterey (north) across freeway (1/2 mile) to Ramon Road. 

Right (east) on Ramon Road (1/2 mile) to Desert Moon (2nd entrance to Tri Palms).  

Right on Desert Moon

Left on Colonial (1st street)

Right on Wells Fargo (dead end)

Left on Tumacacori to field (1st street)

From Palm Springs 

Ramon Road across freeway 1 mile  (1/2 mile past Monterey)

Right on Desert Moon (2nd entrance to Tri Palms)

Same as above

Park anywhere by chain link fence.  Enter in double gates next to the building.  Please keep gates closed at all times.
